These Lap Belts, Shoulder Harnesses, and Antisubmarine belt meet or exceed the
revised SFI 16-1 Specification. Usefultife of webbing should not exceed 2 years and is
recommended that they be replaced at or before that time. If involved in an accident, or the
webbing shows wear or abuse, it should be returned to the manufacturer for inspection or
replacement if needed. All hardware on Lap Belts, Antisubmarine belts, and Shoulder Har-
ness are not to be welded on, bent, or straightened as this will cause fracture.
